Do this in remembrance of me.” In like manner also the cup, after he had supped, saving, “This cup is the new covenant in my blood. Do this as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me. If anyone eats of this bread he shall live forever; and the bread that I will give is my flesh for the life of the world.” The Jews on that account argued with one another, saying, “How can this man give us his flesh to eat?” Jesus therefore said to them, “Amen, amen, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man, and drink his blood, you shall not have life in you. He who eats my flesh and drinks my blood has life everlasting and I will raise him up on the last day.”

Fr. Marzal’s Bulletin

Knowing the Bible: Is the history of creation in the first chapters of Genesis scientific history? Are Catholics bound to believe that the world was created in six days of twenty-four hours each?

The first chapters of the Bible (Gen 1-11) are not a scientific history of how God created the world. In simple and metaphorical language adapted to the mentality of the people of little culture, these chapters state the principal truths which are fundamental for our salvation but they do so by using the popular narrations and beliefs that were common in that ancient culture. Only by using their literary language, people would understand them.

The author of Genesis teaches the fact that God is the Creator of the world and all things in it. His purpose is not to teach when or how God created the world, plants, animals, or man. He is a religious teacher, not a historian nor a scientist.  He is not narrating events in chronological order. God did not reveal to him for instance the modern theory of the BIG BANG, or the formation of the galaxies. These things would not have been understood then, nor were they needed for the salvation. 

The basic teaching of these chapters is that there is only one God, creator of every existing thing; he is different from the word, is good, is close to the world and is interested in it. These truths, which seem to us so simple and clear, were not common in the ancient world, which believes in many gods, with the strangest explanations of the things. God revealed these truths to a prophet or priest of Israel probably some five hundred years before Christ was born. And He inspired him to write them down in the popular language that people used and understood.

Since the Israelites in their religion were observing the seven- day week and resting on the Sabbath, the author took the occasion to teach them to rest on the Sabbath; therefore he presented God as resting on the Sabbath.

Catholics need not to accept the literal interpretation of “day“ as “24 hours“. Since man was created to the image of God, the writer invented his narrative dividing the creation in seven days to teach that man should rest on the Sabbath.

The Creed: “I believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is seen and unseen.”

Sacred Symbols: The Vestments: Sacred vestments were put on by the priests officiating in the ceremonies of the temple of Jerusalem in the Old Testament times. There were precise instructions on how they should be made. (See for instance Exodus 28:4,40,42).

Vestments in the Catholic Liturgy are much like icons. They are like windows through which we look to see Christ.  St. John Chrysostom says: “When you see the priest offering the sacrifice, do no think of it as if were he that is doing it; it is the hand of Christ invisible stretched forth.“ Vestments serve to hide and submerge the personality of the priest so that worshippers, seeing Christ through the vestments, may know that it is He (Jesus) who teaches and sanctifies through the priest.

Vestments serve also to remind the clergy that as they put on their bright vestments, they are to clothe themselves in the robes of the Spirit. Thus the use of vestments tells us that we are to come into God’s presence not as we are (with ordinary street dress) but better than we are, i.e., clothed with Christ, His love, forgiveness and humility.

Hard Sayings: Jesus said to his disciples: “Go onto the whole world and preach the gospel to every creature.. He who believes and is baptized shall  be saved, but he who does not believe shall be condemned” (Lk 16:15-16). “Go, therefore, and make disciples of all the nations….teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you; and behold, I  am with you, even unto the consummation of the world” (Mr 28:19-20). “He who hears you, hears me; and he who rejects you, rejects me; and he who rejects me, rejects him who sent me” (Lk 10:19).

Jesus sent his disciples to continue his mission to spread the Word of God that he proclaimed while on earth. He identifies with his preachers, He will be with them until the end of the world. He who listens to them, listens to Christ and obtains the eternal salvation; but he who rejects their preaching, is rejecting the preaching of Christ Himself and deserves eternal damnation.

Before going to heaven, Jesus left the Church, which He established upon Peter. The Pope of Rome, as successor of Peter, and the Catholic Bishops, as successor of the Apostles, united with the Pope, are the legitimate preachers of the doctrine of Christ. Unfortunately there have been always in the Church,( as they are also in our days) people who say they are Catholics (they even were baptized) but they do not listen to the authentic teachings of the Church, and propound their own beliefs contrary to the teaching of the Church. These “dissenters” or “heretics” are on the way to condemnation. Let us stay away from them and pray for their conversion.
