Gospel of the Feast (Mt 8, 5-13): Healing of a Centurion’s Servant
At that time when Jesus had entered Capharnaum, there came to him a centurion who entreated him, saying, “Lord, my servant is lying sick in the house, paralyzed, and is grievously afflicted.” Jesus said to him, “I will come and cure him.” But in answer the centurion said, “Lord, I am not worthy that you should come under my roof; but only say the word, and my servant will be healed. For I too am a man subject to authority, and have soldiers subject to me; and I say to one, ‘Go’, and he goes; and to another, ‘Come’, and he comes; and to my servant, ‘Do this’, and he does it.” And when Jesus heard this, he marveled, and said to those who were following him, “Amen I say to you, I have not found such great faith in Israel. And I tell you that many will come from the east and from the west, and will feast with Abraham and Isaac and Jacob in the kingdom of heaven, but the children of the kingdom will be put forth into the darkness outside; there will be weeping and the gnashing of teeth.” Then Jesus said to the centurion, “Go thy way; as thou hast believed, so be it done to thee.” And the servant was healed in that hour.

Knowing the Bible: Did God really made the woman (Eve) out of w rib of man (Adam)?

“The Lord God cast the man into a deep sleep and, while he slept, took one of his ribs and closed up its place with flesh. And the rib which the Lord God took from the man, he made into a woman, and brought her to him. Then the man said, “She now is bone of my bone, and flesh of my flesh; she shall be called Woman (isshah, in Hebrew), for from man ( ish, in Hebrew) she has been taken“. For this reason a man leaves his father and mother, and clings to his wife, and the two become one flesh” (Gen 2:21-24).


The teaching is a) than man and woman belong to the same species, and both together constitute the human nature; and b) that God established the monogamous matrimony.  These two teachings were extraordinary in the ancient world, where the woman was considered to be inferior to the man, and where polygamy (a man having many wives) was the accepted practice.


The sacred writer uses many literary devices to convey his teachings. For instance, the relationship of man with the earth is expressed by the names Adam (because he is taken from the earth (adamah, in Hebrew); the relationship of man and woman is expressed because the female (isshah, is taken from the male (ish). To be “flesh and bone” of somebody means to belong to the same family. I a most expressive way, God is presented taken part of the man to make the woman; in this way nobody could doubt that mane and female belong to the same nature.  If God had taken another handful of clay to form the woman, this fact would show the relationship of man and of woman to the earth, but not the relationship of one to the other. (Even some malicious or misguided person may have said that the clay for the formation of the woman was of inferior quality than that used to form the man, thus making the woman inferior). The divine message of equality among the sexes is here clearly stated.


In Genesis 1:27: we have the message clearly stated: “God created man in his image, In the image of God He created him. Male and female He created them”. This is what we have to believe, without the popular images that embellish the account.

Relationship between Man and Woman: Man and woman have been created by God in equal dignity insofar as they are human persons. As the same time, they have been created in a reciprocal complementarity insofar as they are masculine and feminine… (Compendium, n.71)
Sacred Symbols: Incense the presence of God: Incense has been used from time immemorial by many religions in the world to communicate important messages in worship.
 
Clouds of incense symbolize God’s presence. When the temple in Jerusalem was being dedicated, the glory of God descended upon the Holy of Holy (the innermost sanctuary) in the form of a cloud (3 Kings 8:10-11). At the transfiguration, again, a cloud overshadowed Jesus, The voice of God spoke from the cloud saying: “This is my beloved son; listen to Him”. In Old Testament thought, the presence of God is regularly connected with a cloud. It was in the cloud that Moses met God. It was through a cloud that God filled the Temple when it was dedicated after Solomon built it. In the Byzantine Liturgy the priest censes the church; the clouds of incense filling the sanctuary suggest the glory of God descending upon those who come to worship Him. 


At the same time that cloud of incense indicates the presence of God, the same cloud serves to hide God.  He who is present cannot be seen by human eyes.

Hard Sayings: 
“Not everyone who says to me: “Lord, Lord” will enter into the Kingdom of Heaven, but he who does the will of my Father who is in heaven” (Mt 7:21)


There is only one way in which a man’s sincerity can be proved, and that is by his practice. Fine words can never be a substitute for fine deeds. There is only one proof of love, and that proof is obedience. There is no point in saying that we love a person, and then doing things which break that person’s heart. When we were young maybe we used sometimes to say to our mothers, “Mother, I love you.“ And maybe mother sometimes smiled as little wistfully and said, “I wish you would show it a little more in the way you behave.“ So often we confess God with our lips and deny him with our lives. It is not difficult to recite a creed, but it is difficult to live the Christian life. Faith without practice is a contradiction in term, and love without obedience is an impossibility.

Threatening the Eternal Father: 
From a sermon in which the priest preached on the power of St. Joseph: “And facing the throne of the Eternal Father, St. Joseph prayed in this way: If You do not grant me what I am asking for a devout person that I have on earth, I will walk away with my wife, and my wife with her Son, and her Son with all his saints; and then what are you going to do alone in the heaven…?”
