Gospel (John 20: 19-31): Thomas' Faith
When it was late, that same day, the first of the week, though the doors where the disciples gathered had been closed for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood in the midst and said to them, “Peace be to you!” And when he had said this, he showed them his hands and his side. The disciples therefore rejoiced at the sight of the Lord. Jesus said to them again, “Peace be to you! As the Father has sent me, I also send you.” When he had said this, he breathed upon them, and said to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit; whose sins you shall forgive, they are forgiven them; and whose sins you shall retain, they are retained.” Now Thomas, one of the Twelve, called the Twin, was not with them when Jesus came. The other disciples therefore said to him, “We have seen the Lord.” But he said to them, “Unless I see in his hands the print of the nails, and put my finger into the place of the nails, and put my hand into his side I will not believe.” And after eight days, his disciples were again inside, and Thomas with them. Jesus came, the doors being closed, and stood in their midst, and said, “Peace be to you!” Then he said to Thomas. “Bring here your finger, and see my hands; and bring here your hand, and put it into my side; and be not unbelieving, but believing.” Thomas answered and said to him, “My Lord and my God!” Jesus said to him, “Because you have seen me, Thomas, you have believed. Blessed are those who have not seen, and yet have believed.” Many other signs also Jesus worked in the sight of his disciples, which are not written in this book. But these are written that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that believing you may have life in his name.

Knowing the Bible: What are some for the literary styles found in the Bible?

Let me call your attention first at the styles of architecture, how buildings were built, their shape. If you go to China, you will find the typical Chinese  Buddhist temples and pagodas, in Egypt there are the pyramids, in Greece the temples of Athens, in Russia the onion-shaped churches, in Mexico the Temples of Yucatan, in Europe the Gothic cathedrals, in the United State the modern churches, as well as supermarkets, banks, theaters, high rises, houses, etc.  These are different ways of construction. Each has his own rules, and has been created according to a tradition and to serve a particular purpose.

Something similar can be said of the literary styles found in books, whether they are Biblical or non-Biblical.  Therefore in the Bible we have prose and poetry.  Within the prose we have various styles: history, epistles, wisdom, teaching, prophetic, etc. 

The human author of a sacred book, as an instrument of God, select what kind of style he wants to write his book in. If he decides to write poetry, he wants to be understood as poetry is understood. He may speak for instance (Psal 18) of the ears of God, his nose, his mouth, his eyes, his feet. He is using these expressions poetically, and does not say that God literally has all these human features. Or the author may chose to teach using a parable, as Jesus did about the Rich Man and the poor Lazarus. You would interpret erroneously the parable if you think that this Lazarus is a great saint, he is in heaven, and we must have a statue of him in an altar of our church. He is only a fictitious character, that never existed; he was created by Jesus for this parable, to teach a lesson. In a similar manner the Catholic Church encourages the faithful to read the Bible considering the literary style in which a Book was written, historical, prophetic, apocalyptic. This is the only way to avoid misunderstanding as to what God wants to teach us.

TO WHOM IS GIVEN THE TASK OF AUTHENTICALLY INTERPRETING THE DEPOSIT OF FAITH ( THE TRUTHS OF REVELATION)?

The task of giving an authentic interpretation of the deposit of faith ( = the truths of revelation) has been entrusted to the living teaching office of the Church alone, that is, to the successors of Peter, the Bishop of Rome, and to the bishops in communion with him….. (Compendium, n. 16)

Sacred Symbols - The Candles: Baptism is the sacrament of entrance into light. It opens the eyes of the soul to see Christ, the light of the world (John 1:19). It makes us sons of light (1 Thess. 5:5).

In the early Church the baptismal candle was always kept by the one baptized. It was brought to Church on feast days, on the anniversary of one’s baptism and for the midnight Easter liturgy.  If the person was married, the same candle was used at the wedding. If he was ordained, he would light it at his ordination. When the final hour of life approached, it was illuminated again as the soul went forth to meet its Judge.  It was a constant reminder for the Christian to live and die by the light of Christ.

Hard Sayings: “I am proud of the Gospel of Christ; for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth“ (Romans 1:16).

It is amazing to think of the background of this statement of St. Paul. He had been imprisoned in Philippi, chased out of Thessalonica, smuggled out of Beroea, laughed at in Athens, and in Corinth his message was foolishness to the Greeks and a stumbling-block to the Jews. Out of that background he declared that he was proud of the gospel. There was something in the gospel which made Paul triumphantly victorious over all that men could do to him.

This gospel was for salvation. For centuries men were seeking for salvation. It was precisely that salvation, power and Christianity came to offer men. This Christian salvation: 

a) it was salvation  from physical illness. It was not a completely other-worldly thing. It aimed at rescuing a man in body and soul.
