Reading from the First Epistle of St. Paul to Timothy (4:9-15)

Gospel (Luke 19:1-10): Zacchaeus’ Repentance
At that time, as Jesus was passing through Jericho, behold there was a man named Zacchaeus; and he was a leading publican, and he was rich.  And he was trying to see Jesus, to find out who He was, but could not, on account of the crowd, because he was small of stature.  So he ran on ahead and climbed up into a sycamore tree to see Him, for He was going to pass that way.  And when Jesus came to the place, He looked up and saw him, and said to him, “Zacchaeus, make haste and come down; for I must stay in your house today.”  And he made haste and came down, and welcomed Him joyfully.  And upon seeing it, all began to murmur, saying, “He has gone to be the guest of a man who is a sinner.”  But Zacchaeus stood and said to the Lord, “Behold, Lord, I give one-half of my possessions to the poor, and if I have defrauded anyone of anything, I restore it fourfold.”  Jesus said to him, “Today salvation has come to this house, since he, too, is a son of Abraham.  For the Son of Man came to seek and to save what was lost.”
Reflection Questions: Zacchaeus made a great effort to be able to see Jesus, and Jesus responded to him. In what ways are you trying hard to see Jesus? How have you seen Jesus in the Liturgy?
Suggested Prayer: O God, I pray that You would change my heart and make it passionate for You, so that I am more willing to stretch towards You.

January 23:  Commemoration of the Hieromartyr Clement, Bishop of Ancyra and of the Holy Martyr Agathangel.  Clement and Agathangel were martyred in Ancyra under Emperor Maximian around the year 296.
January 24:  Commemoration of our Venerable Mother Xenia the Roman.

Xenia, of noble Roman birth, lived a holy life other virgins at Mylassa of Caria in the fifth century. 
Wednesday, Jan. 25: Commemoration of our Father among the Saints Gregory the Theologian, patron of His Beatitude the Patriarch Gregorios III.

Gregory, one of the greatest names in Church history, was a theologian, writer and orator.  Born in the year 329 in Arianza, near Nazianza of Cappadocia, he studied in Caesarea, Alexandria and Athens, the last two cities being in those days the centers of western culture.  In Athens, Gregory encountered Basil, who was to become Basil the Great and a deep friendship developed between them.  In 357, Gregory returned to Cappadocia where he was baptized and led a life of ascetical holiness with his friend.  He was later ordained priest in Nazianza.  Still later, his friend Basil consecrated him bishop of the Suffragant see of Caesarea.  In 375, he retired once more into solitude, leading the life of a hermit during four years.  He was elected patriarch of Constantinople in 379, applying all his talents to writing and preaching, suffering the while to restore peace in the see of Constantinople which was being torn by divisions and by the Arian Hersey.  Emperor Theodosius became for him a helper and a friend.  Gregory presided over the Second Ecumenical Council, held in Constantinople in 381, after which he resigned his patriarchal dignity and retired to the place of his birth where he died in 380 or 390.
